The registration process is com-

pleted when these forms and the registration 

fee have been returned by the date indicated 
on your application form.   

Active Presbyterian Church members’ children 
and siblings of current students have priority 

for enrollment until December 1st.  After that 

point, classes are available on a first come – 

first serve basis. Other applicants receive pri-

ority as of the date they pre-register or are 

placed on a waiting list.
